Traffic Regulation Orders 

The new Traffic Regulations Orders (TRO’s), better known as yellow lines, have already been agreed at 

West Sussex County Council committee level and it is likely that the new lines will be laid shortly. Obviously 

any resurfacing work will need to be taken into consideration in the timetable but it is possible that the 

decision may be taken to lay the new lines prior to the resurfacing work and therefore the new waiting 

restrictions will come into force immediately after the lines appear.
